Khaki or navy bottoms, no denim.

Knee-length pants (shorts or Capri's). Shorts may be worn up until Fall Break
and after Spring Break.

Dresses, skirts and jumpers must be near knee length

Winter Wear—solid color sweater or sweatshirt allowed; must be worn over
collared shirt or turtleneck.

No flip-flops, no wheelies.

Spirit wear determined by each building.

6th Grade Academy and Middle Schools (Grades 7 & 8):

Solid color collared shirt (with sleeves) or turtleneck, tucked in.

Khaki pants and Navy Blue Pants, no denim (no holes, rips, or frays).

Knee-length pants (shorts or Capri's) may be worn up until Fall Break and after
Spring Break.

Dresses and skirts must be near knee length.

Winter Wear—solid color sweater or sweatshirt allowed; must be worn over a
collared shirt or turtleneck.

No flip-flops, no wheelies.

Spirit wear determined by each building.

High School:

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Pants, skirts and dresses must be worn at the waist.

Pants knee length or longer and have NO holes, cuts, tears or frays

Dresses and skirts must be near knee length.

Athletic shorts, sweatpants or exercise pants, are not permitted.

Pajamas or similar nightwear are not permitted.

All tops must have sleeves.

Any items with a hood will not be permitted.

Hats, head coverings, sunglasses, curlers, or slippers may NOT be worn at any time during the
school day.

Clothing, jewelry with double meanings, sexual references, satanic symbols, or advertising for
alcohol, drugs, and tobacco are NOT permitted.
